English





We are going to start the term by focusing on non-fiction writing - creating newspaper reports about historical events.  We are then going to focus on writing persuasively, thinking carefully about our vocabulary.


We will move on to writing historical stories, linked to the Ancient Egyptians.  We will end the term by reading and writing play scripts.





We also have daily spelling and reading activities. These can be supported at home through help with the spelling homework and home reading.














Maths





To begin with, we will be recapping our work on numbers, partitioning and rounding them.  We will then look at how multiplication and division link and will learn more formal methods for working out multiplication and division problems.  We will investigate different shapes, looking at angles, lines and symmetry.  We will then focus on fractions, converting mixed numbers and improper fractions.  We will also add and subtract fractions.

Science





For the first half of the term, we will be learning about the digestive system. We will also be learning about different types of teeth and their functions. Computing





In the first half term, we will be learning about the internet, considering how it is linked to networks.  We will explore the World Wide Web and evaluate online content.  During the second half term, we will be learning how to record sound.  We will listen to some podcasts and then create our own.








Art / DT 





In art we will be exploring Egyptian tomb paintings. We will be creating our own paintings inspired by original artefacts. 





In DT we will be recreating traditional papyrus paper and scribing in hieroglyphics.

We will be learning about phrase ‘Darkness to Light’.  We will then link this to the Christian Easter Story. For our Judaism focus, we will focus on the word ‘Freedom’.  We will link this to the Passover festival and think about why Jews celebrate this festival.
