Composition – This half term we will be writing a 
diary, a poem and a newspaper article.

Vocabulary, Punctuation and Grammar – This half 
term we are looking at words classes, conjunctions, 
comma in a list and others types of sentences such 
as questions and exclamations.

Understanding the importance of the equals sign 
meaning ‘equivalent

counting forwards and backwards in 2’s,5’s 
and 10s.  

We will start to rote learn the 2x table.  

 

Music 

We will use the Charanga Music Hub to 
work through rhythm and pace using our 

bodies.
